AAC is a LAST Resort. Wait until speech therapy “fails” or

the student demonstrates certain cognitive or motor skills.

AAC hinders or stops further speech production.

AAC is only for children who are nonverbal.

AAC is too complex or confusing!

Ib AAC should not be delayed until speech fails. Early AAC use supports language

development and reduces communication frustration AND technological
advances have expanded AAC options, from simple tools to complex systems
supporting language and literacy (Romski, 2005). There are no prerequisites
for AAC!

b For very young children, the use of AAC does not appear to hinder speech
I development (Cress, 2003). In fact, it may enhance the development of spoken
communication, which should be a simultaneous goal for intervention.

Ib AAC is for anyone who does not have reliable verbal speech. AAC is meant to
“Augment” and/or “an alternative” to verbal speech.

b AAC can be simple, flexible, and individualized. The system grows with the
I communicator. Complexity is added over time, not all at once.

AAC includes tools and supports that help an individual communicate
when speech alone isn’t enough.

Augmentative = adds to speech
Alternative = used instead of speech when needed
